Concert Pianist and recording artist of Albany Records, Karen Walwyn, successfully made her New York recital debut on The Interpretations Series, Merkin Hall, in New York City which was quickly followed by her debut performance on National Public Radio, (NPR). Some of her most noted performances included works from her compact discs entitled Dark Fires: 20th Century Music for Piano, Vol. I and Dark Fires: Walwyn and Friends, Vol. II (Albany Records).

Walwyn has given master classes and performances of her repertoire from her Dark Fires collection and of the late nineteenth century Romantic period thru to the  21st Century period in Barcelona, Spain, Tenerife, Canary Islands, Salzburg, Austria, London, England, Nice, France and has appeared on many university concert series across the United States.
Walwyn made her compositional debut, Reflections on 9/11, (Albany Records), a 7 movement work for piano solo at the Debose Fine Arts Festival and National Piano Competition as Artist-in Residence in Baton Rouge, LA. The CD recording was reviewed by Robert Schulslaper at Fanfare Magazine:
